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The Non-Finite Forms of the Verb (The Verbals)
There are three verbals in English: the Infinitive, the Gerund and the Participle.
The verbals (or non-finite forms of the verb), unlike the finite forms of the verb, do not express person, number or mood; therefore they cannot be used as a predicate of a sentence. Like the finite forms of the verb the verbals have tense and voice distinctions, but the forms that are called tense in the verbals do not show whether the action they denote refers to the present, past or future. They show only whether the action expressed by the verbals coincides with the action of the finite forms of the verb (in the present, past or future), or if it is prior to the action of the finite form of the verb.
The verbals have a double nature, nominal and verbal. The infinitive and the gerund combine the characteristics of a verb with those of a noun; the participle combines the characteristics of a verb with those of an adjective.
All the verbals can form predicative constructions, consisting of two elements, a nominal (noun or pronoun) and a verbal (infinitive, participle or gerund). In most cases predicative constructions form syntactic units, serving as one part of the sentence.
The Infinitive.
The infinitive is a non-finite form of the verb which has the following verb characteristics: tense, aspect and voice distinctions. In Modern English the Infinitive has the following forms:

An infinitive can be a to-infinitive or a bare infinitive (without to). There is no difference in meaning between them; some structures require a to-infinitive, while others call for a bare infinitive:

I ought to call them. (to-infinitive)
I had better call them. (bare infinitive)

In the negative, not usually comes before the infinitive:

I ought not to call them.
I had better not call them.
In some cases, the verb in the main clause is negative, not the infinitive:

I want to call them. 
I don't want to call them. 
As the infinitive has no tense, it does not in itself indicate the time of the action that it refers to. However, it can have aspect, which shows the temporal relationship between the action expressed by the infinitive and the time of the preceding verb. There are four types of infinitive, each of which has an active and passive form:

Simple infinitive

The simple infinitive refers to the same time as that of the preceding verb:

I was glad to see her.
He must be very happy.
I'll arrange a meeting with the manager.
My son's football coach is said to be very strict.
Continuous infinitive

The continuous infinitive refers to the same time as that of the preceding verb and expresses an action in progress or happening over a period of time:

I'm glad to be sitting here.
You must be joking.
This time next week, I'll be lying on the beach in Croatia.
Vincent was reported to be staying in Paris at that time.
Perfect infinitive

The perfect infinitive refers to a time before that of the preceding verb:

I'm glad to have studied at that school.
They must have forgotten about the deadline.
By next week, they'll have finished painting the rooms.
Lucy was assumed to have left the day before.
Perfect continuous infinitive

The perfect continuous infinitive refers to a time before that of the preceding verb and expresses an action in progress or happening over a period of time:

I'm glad to have been living in Barcelona for the last ten years.
He must have been waiting for ages.
Soon, he'll have been running for four hours.
The organisers were thought to have been preparing for days.
Passive infinitives

Passive forms are also possible:

Your composition has to be typed. (passive simple infinitive)
The spy's phone was believed to be being tapped. (passive continuous infinitive, rarely used)
This sonnet must have been written by Shakespeare. (passive perfect infinitive)
The picture is believed to have been being painted for years. (passive perfect continuous infinitive, rarely used)

The bare Infinitive.
In Modern English the Infinitive is chiefly used with the particle to. Still there are cases when the so-called bare Infinitive is used. They are as follows:

1. After auxiliary verbs.

             e.g. I shall finish the article tomorrow.

2. After modal verbs except the verb ought.

             e.g. You must obey the rules of behaviour in the hospital.

3. After the verbs denoting sense perception: to hear, to see, to feel, etc.

Note. The verb to be after the verb to feel is used with the particle to.

       e.g. I felt the door shake under me.

       e.g. I felt it to be true.

4. After the verb to let.

             e.g. Let me introduce my fiancé to you.

5. After the verb to make in the meaning of “змушувати” and the verb to have in the meaning of “змушувати, припускати, наказувати”.

            e.g. They made him wait for an hour.

The Objective-with-the-Infinitive Construction.

The Objective-with-the-Infinitive Construction is a construction in which the infinitive is in predicate relation to a noun in the common case or a pronoun in the objective case. In the sentence this construction has the function of a complex object.
The use of the Objective-with-the-Infinitive Construction.
1. The Objective-with-the-Infinitive Construction is used after verbs denoting sense perception, such as to hear, to see, to watch, to feel, to observe, to notice, etc. (In this case only the Indefinite Infinitive Active is used. If the meaning is passive we use Participle II. If a process is expressed Participle I Indefinite Active is used.)

2. The Objective-with-the-Infinitive Construction is used after verbs denoting mental activity, such as to know, to think, to consider, to believe, to suppose, to expect, to imagine, to find, to feel, to trust, etc. After verbs denoting mental activity in the Objective-with-the-Infinitive Construction the verb to be is generally used.

3. The Objective-with-the-Infinitive Construction is used after verbs of declaring: to pronounce, to declare, to report.

4. The Objective-with-the-Infinitive Construction is used after verbs denoting wish and intention: to want, to wish, to desire, to mean, to intend, to choose.

5. The Objective-with-the-Infinitive Construction is used after verbs and expressions denoting feeling and emotion: to like, to dislike, to love, to hate, cannot bear, etc.

6. The Objective-with-the-Infinitive Construction is used after verbs denoting order and permission: to order, to allow, to suffer, to have, etc.

7. The Objective-with-the-Infinitive Construction is used after verbs denoting compulsion: to make (in the meaning of “змусити”), to cause (in the meaning of “змусити”), to get (in the meaning of “добитися”), to have (in the meaning of “змусити”).

The Subjective Infinitive Construction (the Nominative-with-the-Infinitive Construction) is a construction in which the infinitive is in predicate relation to a noun in the common case or a pronoun in the nominative case.

The use of the Subjective Infinitive Construction.
The Subjective Infinitive Construction is used with the following groups of verbs in the Passive Voice:

1. With verbs denoting sense perception: as to hear, to see, etc (If a process is expressed Participle I Indefinite Active is used).

2. With verbs denoting mental activity: to know, to think, to consider, to believe, to suppose, to expect.
3. With the verb to make.

4. With verbs to say and to report.

5. The Subjective Infinitive Construction is used with the word-groups to be likely, to be sure, to be certain.
6. The Subjective Infinitive Construction is used with the following pairs of synonyms: to seem and to appear; to happen and to chance; to prove and to turn out.

Note. The infinitive in sentences with the Subjective Infinitive Construction cannot refer to a future action except with verbs and word-groups whose meaning allows of it: to expect, to be sure (certain), to be likely.

The for-to-Infinitive Construction.
The for-to-Infinitive Construction is a construction in which the infinitive is in predicate relation to a noun or pronoun preceded by the preposition for.

             e.g. Rosemary looked for a place to sit.

The construction can have different functions in the sentence. It can be:

1. Subject (often with the introductory it).

2. Predicative.
3. Complex object.
4. Attribute.
5. Adverbial modifier:
a) of purpose;

b) of result.

With the expressions to be sorry, to be glad the infinitive is used only if the subject of the sentence represents at the same time the doer of the action expressed by the infinitive.

Noun-Characteristics of the Gerund.
1. As a noun, the gerund is used as a subject or object of the sentence. When used as an attribute or adverbial modifier, the gerund also clearly shows its nominal character; it is always preceded by a preposition, which is a formal mark of the noun.

e.g. They spoke of organizing a library.

2. When the gerund is associated with the doer of its action, the noun or pronoun expressing that doer is used grammatically as an attribute (possessive) to the gerund, and this attributive relation strengthens the noun character of the gerund.

e.g. I rely on her doing it properly.

The Gerund and the Infinitive.

With a number of verbs and word-groups both the gerund and the infinitive may be used. The most important of them are: to be afraid, to begin, to cease, to continue, can (cannot) afford, to dread, to fear, to forget, to hate, to intend, to like (dislike), to neglect, to prefer, to propose, to remember, to recollect, to start, to stop.
It is sometimes possible to find a reason for the use of a given form. With some verbs and word-groups, such as to be afraid, to forget, to hate, to like, to prefer the infinitive is mostly used with reference to a special occasion, the gerund being more appropriate to a general statement.

     e.g. The child was not afraid of remaining alone, but he was afraid to remain alone on such a stormy night.

With the verb to remember the infinitive usually refers to the future, and the gerund to the past.

     e.g. Remember to buy the dress.

           I remember seeing this bag in many shops.

With the verb to stop the infinitive and the gerund have different syntactical functions. The gerund forms part of a compound verbal aspect predicate. The infinitive has the function of an adverbial modifier of purpose.

     e.g. She stopped writing the letter when I came in.

           They stopped to look at the shop window.

Note. The gerund may be used as subject in the construction there is no.

Predicative Constructions with the Gerund
Like all the verbals the gerund can form predicative constructions in which the verbal element expressed by the gerund is in predicative relation to the nominal element expressed by a noun or a pronoun. The nominal element of the construction can be expressed in different ways:
a) by a noun in the genitive case or by a possessive pronoun.
e.g. He likes Mary's reciting poetry.
b) by the noun in the common case.
e.g. John's mother spoke with pride of her son being a pilot. 
с) by a pronoun which has no case distinctions, such as all, this, that, both, something.
e.g. I insist on both of them coming in time.

Occasionally the nominal element of the construction is expressed by a pronoun in the objective case. She doesn't approve of me gambling.
In conversational English the possessive is not used: the object form is used instead:
e.g. I don't mind him coming late.
e.g. We are worried about Jane working so hard.

The Participle
The participle is a non-finite form of the verb which has a verbal and an adjectival or an adverbial character. There are two participles in English – Participle I and Participle II.

The verbal characteristics of the participle are:

1. Participle I of a transitive verb can take a direct object.

2. Participle I and Participle II can be modified by an adverb.
3. Participle I has tense distinctions: Participle I of transitive verbs has also voice distinctions.

The Objective Participial Construction.

The Objective Participial Construction is a construction in which the participle is in predicate relation to a noun in the common case or a pronoun in the objective case. In the Objective Participial Construction Participle I Indefinite Active or Participle II is used.

The Objective Participial Construction may be found:

a) after verbs denoting sense perception, such as to see, to hear, to feel, to find, etc.

b) after some verbs of mental activity, such as to consider, to understand.
c) after verbs, denoting wish, such as to want, to wish, to desire. In this case only Participle II is used.

d) after the verbs to have and to get; after these verbs only Participle II is used.

The Subjective Participial Construction.

The Subjective Participial Construction is a construction in which the participle (mostly Participle I) is in predicate relation to a noun in the common case or a pronoun in the nominative case, which is the subject of the sentence. It doesn’t serve as one part of the sentence: one of its component parts has the function of the subject, the other forms part of a compound verbal predicate. This construction is chiefly used after verbs of sense perception.

The Nominative Absolute Participial Construction.

The Nominative Absolute Participial Construction is a construction in which the participle is in predicate relation to a noun in the common case or a pronoun in the nominative case, which is not the subject of the sentence.


e.g. The door and window being open, we looked in.

It is used in the function of an adverbial modifier. It can be an adverbial modifier of:

a) time;

b) cause;
c) attendant circumstances;
d) condition.
The Nominative Absolute Participial Construction very often occurs in fiction and scientific literature; the use of this construction in colloquial English is rare.

The Prepositional Absolute Participial Construction.

The Absolute Participial Construction may be introduced by the preposition with and is then called the Prepositional Absolute Participial Construction. It is in most cases used in the function of an adverbial modifier of attendant circumstances.


e.g. The daughter sat quite silent, with her eyes fixed on the ground.

Absolute constructions without a participle.

There are two types of absolute constructions in which we find no participle. The second element of the construction is an adjective, a prepositional phrase, or an adverb.

The Nominative Absolute Construction is used in the function of an adverbial modifier of time or attendant circumstances.

e.g. He went homeward alone, his heart full of strange emotions.

The Prepositional Absolute Construction is mostly used in the function of an adverbial modifier of attendant circumstances.


e.g. I found him ready, and waiting for me, with his stick in his hand.
