Оскільки Україна заявила про свій нaмip стати рівноправним партнером в рамках Болонського процесу, то очікується, що укpaїнські ВН3 будуть здійснювати навчальний процес вiдповiдно до європейських стандартів володіння мовою. Враховуючи результати національної реформ и викладання англійської мови у загальноосвiтнiх школах та беручи до уваги міжнародну практику мовної освіти у ВН3, встановлено, що мiнiмально прийнятним рівень володіння мовою (РВМ) для бакалавра є В2 (Незалежний користувач). Критерiї для цього рівня базуються на дескрипторах, запропонованих 3агальноевропейськими рекомендаціями з мовної освіти (2001 р.);. на вимогах освiтньо-квалiфiкацiйних характеристик (ОКХ) випускникiв, затверджених Miнicтepcтвoм освіти i науки України; на конкретних посадових iнструкцiях, що розробленi та затвердженi пiдприємствами, органiзацiями, iнститутами; на результатах допроектного дослiдження викладання англійської мови професійного спрямування (2004 р.) та опитування фахiвцiв, викладачiв i cтудентів ВН3.

Вихiдний РВМ В2 для бакалаврiв слiд оцiнювати пiд час iспиту в кiнцi курсу. Мовну компетенцію випускникiв слiд перевiряти вiдповiдно до cтандартів досягнень, складених на основі Галузевих cтандартів вищої освіти з посиланнями на дескриптори рівня В2 3агальноевропейських рекомендацій (2001 р.).

Для отримання ступеня бакалавра студент крім професійних навичок повинен уміти ефективно спілкуватися англійською мовою у професійному середовищі, щоб:

· обговорювати навчальні та пов’язані зі спецiалiзацiєю питання, для того щоб досягти порозуміння зі співрозмовником;

· готувати публiчнi виступи з великої кiлькостi галузевих питань, застосовуючи вiдповiднi засоби вербальної комунiкацiї та aдек-

ватнi форми ведення дискусій i дебатів;

· знаходити нову текстову, графічну, aудio- та відeoiнформацiю,

що міститься в англомовних галузевих матерiалах (як у друкованому, так i електронному вигляді), користуючись вiдповiдними пошуковими методами i термiнологiєю;

· аналізувати англомовні джерела iнформацiї для отримання даних, що є необхідними для виконання професійних завдань і прийняття професійних рішень;

· писати професiйнi тексти i документи англійською мовою з галузевих питань;

· писати дiловi та професiйнi листи, демонструючи міжкультурне розуміння та попередні знання у конкретному професійному контексті;

· перекладати англомовні професiйнi тексти на piдну мову, користуючись двомовними термінологічними словниками, електронними словниками та програмним забезпеченням перекладацького спрямування.

Introduction Letters

Get your foot in the door with a well-written introduction letter and make a powerful first impression!

7 tips for writing an effective introduction letter to introduce yourself:

1. Whenever possible, address your letter to a specific person.

2. Begin your letter by stating your name and your position or role, if relevant.

3. Tell how you got the reader’s name, if applicable.

4. Give the purpose for your letter.

5. Indicate what it is that you hope to accomplish by sending your letter (for example, setting up a time that you can meet in person with the reader) or what you would like the reader to do in response to your letter (such as grant you an interview).

6. Include any other important information about yourself or the purpose of your letter (such as your contact information, brief history of your organization, your goals, or the like).

7. Close by thanking the person, and end on a positive note.
7 tips for writing a letter to introduce another individual:

1. As you begin, mention the person by name.

2. Identify your association with the person, whether it be personal, professional, etc. Briefly tell the reader about your experience with the person.

3. For a business contact, you might want to include the person’s qualifications or positive qualities, or mention past projects he/she has worked on or companies he/she has worked for.

4. Identify the purpose of your letter and what you hope to accomplish by sending it.

5. If you would like to give the reader the opportunity to meet with the person you are introducing, include the person’s contact information or mention when and possibly where the individuals might be able to meet. However, do not put the reader under any obligation.

6. Especially for business contacts, you might include the person’s business card, if possible. 
7. Close your letter by indicating your confidence that the meeting would be a positive experience for both individuals, by reaffirming your hope that they can meet, by restating your esteem for the individual, etc.

8 tips for introducing a company, organization, product, or service:

1. Identify the name of your company or organization.

2. Tell about the company or organization. Mention how it was started, how long you’ve been in business, your mission or business objective or goals, and so forth.

3. If appropriate, identify the product(s) or service(s) you provide, and identify the benefits of buying or using these products or services.

Tell why they are better than the competition; how they will save the reader time/money, make his/her quality of life better, or help him/her to accomplish a certain goal; and so on. In short, tell the reader why he/she must have the product or service you offer.

4. Invite the person to an open house, grand opening, sale, etc. if applicable.

5. If you represent an organization, describe the benefits of the organization, such as the good they do in the community, what they have been able to accomplish in the past, the benefits of membership (if applicable), and so forth.

6. Invite the reader to be your customer or to join your organization, or include information on how he/she can purchase your product or service, whether at a physical store, online, over the phone, etc.

7. Include information that will allow the reader to find out more if desired about your company or organization or the products or services you provide.

8. Close by expressing your hope that the person will want to join your organization or become a customer.
7 tips for introducing a new product or service to an established customer:

1. Thank the reader for his/her past business.

2. Describe the new products or services you are offering.

3. Indicate why the reader should purchase the product or service (i.e., mention the benefits of the product or service).

4. If possible, include a pamphlet, brochure, catalog, etc. that shows and describes the new products or services.

5. If you are making a special promotional offer or having a special sale on the new products or services, include information about it.
6. Indicate how the person can find out more information or tell how he/she can buy your product or service.

7. Close by reiterating how valuable the customer is to you and, if desired, by mentioning your hope that the reader will buy the new product(s) or service(s) you are offering.

Exchanging Business Cards: Do’s and Dont’s of Business Introductions (by Christopher J. Brunner)

Exchanging business cards can be a smooth transaction, or it could be an awkward sitation. Use this guide to plan ahead so that you are ready when someone asks for your business card.

Do be prepared Always have a handful with you to present to potential clients or other business associates, even on the weekends. You’ll find thatmany important contacts and business card exchanges can take place in the most unlikely places.

Don’t hand out torn or worn business cards Make sure they are clean and crisp with no frayed edges or pen marks. The best method of keeping your cards in neat form is a business card case. With designs ranging from techie to artsy to formal, you are bound to find one that fits your style and personality.

Do make it a point to hand out business cards It doesn’t take a large convention to bring customers and business owners together. Informal meetings are one of the best times to network and exchange business cards. If the person you are speaking with seems interested in your product or service you represent, offer that person a business card.

Do receive a business card properly When accepting a business card, have a good look at it for a few seconds. In your conversation, offer a compliment about the logo, design, etc.

Don’t hand out more than one card to a new contact Only give one business card to your new contact. Leaving two or three may give the signal that you want them to make contacts for you which is tacky and unprofessional. Unless a prior agreement is made to exchange more than one card, keep the focus on person-to-person contact.

Do exchange business cards smoothly When you first meet someone, it’s ok to request a business card from them. However, If the person is of a higher position than yourself, you should wait for them to offer their card to you first. Remember if they want you to have a card, they will give you one!

Don’t place it in a bag, pocket or wallet Place the card you receive in

a planner, notebook or business card case. Never place the card in a wallet that will be put in your back pocket. Doing so shows disrespect and an all around lack of organization on your part.

Do take advantage of free advertising Local restaurants often hang a bulletin board near the front counter for business cards to be posted. You can also place your business card in the collection cups for drawings or mixers. They’re offering you free advertising, so be ready to take advantage.

Business Communication

Business Communication is communication used to promote a product, service, or organization; relay information within the business; or deal with legal and similar issues. Business Communication encompasses a variety of topics, including Marketing, Branding, Customer relations, Consumer behaviour, Advertising, Public relations, Media relations, Corporate communication, Community engagement, Research & Measurement, Reputation management, Interpersonal communication, Employee engagement, Online communication, and Event management. The Business Communication message is conveyed through various channels of communication, including the Internet, Print (Publications), Radio, Television, Ambient, Outdoor, and Word of mouth. Business Communication is a common topic included in the curricula of the Masters of Business Administration (MBA) program of many universities.

There are several methods of business communication, including:

 Web based communication — for better and improved communication, anytime anywhere...

 telephoned meetings, which allow for long distance oral communication;

•
 forum boards, which allow people to instantly post information at a centralized location; and

•
 face to face meetings, which are personal and should be succeeded by a written follow up.

Telephone Tips

1. Speak slowly and clearly

Listening to someone speaking in a second language over the telephone can be very challenging because you cannot see the person you are trying to hear. However, it may be even more difficult for the person you are talking with to understand you. You may not realize that your pronunciation isn’t clear because your teacher and fellow students know and understand you. 
Pay special attention to your weak areas (such as “r’s” and “l’s” or “b’s” and “v’s”) when you are on the phone. If you are nervous about using the phone in English, you may notice yourself speaking very quickly. Practise or write down what you are going to say and take a few deep breaths before you make a phone call.

2. Make sure you understand the other speaker 

Don’t pretend to understand everything you hear over the telephone. Even native speakers ask each other to repeat and confirm information from time to time. This is especially important if you are taking a message for someone else. Learn the appropriate expressions that English speakers use when they don’t hear something properly. Don’t be afraid to remind the person to slow down more than once. Keep your telephone in an area that is away from other noise distractions such as a radio or television.

3. Practise with a friend

Ask another student to practise talking on the phone with you. You might choose one night a week and take turns phoning each other at a certain time. Try to talk for at least fifteen minutes. You can talk socially, or role play different scenarios in a business environment. If you don’t have access to a telephone, you can practise by setting two chairs up back to back. The most important thing about practising telephone English is that you aren’t able to see each other’s mouths. It is amazing how much people lip-read without realizing.

4. Use businesses and recordings

There are many ways to get free telephone English practice. Afterbusiness hours, you can call and listen to recorded messages. Write down what you hear the first time, and then call back and check if your notes are accurate. Use the phone in your everyday life. Call for a pizza delivery instead of going out to eat. Call a salon to book a hair appointment. You can even phone the movie theatre to ask for the listings instead of using the newspaper. Some large cities have free recordings you can call for information such as your daily horoscope or the weather. (Make sure that you aren’t going to get charged for these numbers first.) Some products have free phone numbers on the packaging that you can call for information. Think of a question you might want to ask and call the free number! For example, call the number on the back of the cereal box and ask for coupons. You will have to give your name and address. Make sure you have a pen handy so that you can repeat the information and check your comprehension.

5. Learn telephone etiquette (manners)

The way that you speak to your best friend on the phone is very different to the way you should speak to someone in a business setting. Many ESL speakers make the mistake of being too direct on the telephone. It is possible that the person on the other line will think that you are being rude on purpose if you don’t use formal language in certain situations. Sometimes just one word such as “could” or “may” is necessary in order to sound polite. You should use the same modals you would use in a formal “face-to-face” situation. Take the time to learn how to answer the phone and say goodbye in a polite manner, as well as all the various ways one can start and end a conversation casually.

6. Practise dates and numbers

It only takes a short time to memorize English Phonetic Spelling, but it is something that you will be able to use in any country. You should also practise saying dates and numbers aloud. You and a friend can write out a list of dates and numbers and take turns reading them over the phone to each other. Record what you hear. Swap papers the next day and check your answers. Click here to learn more about numbers.

Business appointments

From time to time we all need to cancel or postpone an appointment due to unforeseen circumstances and, for the most part, we can do this verbally over the phone or in person.
There are, however, occasions where it’s necessary to confirm this in writing. Sometimes it is mandatory and other times we may simply do this as a courtesy gesture or to provide ourselves with written confirmation as back-up that we have cancelled or postponed an appointment in case there might be legal ramifications and/or charges attached if a company, for example, decides to take action against us for failing to notify them.
More often than not, charges or legal action associated with cancellations tend to be with regard to purchase agreements we have entered into and not appointments we have failed to keep. However, as a precautionary measure, it makes sense to send a written notification in these instances too in order to avoid any confusion. For example, you may cancel a dental appointment over the phone but, for whatever reason, it might not have been entered onto the system correctly and you might find yourself receiving a letter down the track in which your dentist is charging you a fee for your apparent ‘failure’ to keep the appointment.
On the other hand, letters of this kind are often sent as a courtesy and to allow others to amend their diaries and also to, perhaps, make the most  of their busy schedule. This will often be associated with business where a meeting might be arranged but where one of the parties involved have to cancel or postpone for some reason. 

A letter informing somebody of your need to cancel or postpone an

appointment can be quite brief. You should firstly apologise that you cannot honour the appointment and state the date and time that it was due to take place. It’s also courteous to state the reason why you have had to postpone or cancel. If it’s a postponement, you should give the recipient a date and time you can rearrange it for, or, alternatively, it is often better to ask them to get back to you with an alternative date and time.

Meetings are sometimes held around conference tables. In a meeting, two or more people come together for the purpose of discussing a (usually) predetermined topic such as business or community event planning, often in a formal setting.
In addition to coming together physically (in real life, face to face), communication lines and equipment can also be set up to have a discussion between people at different locations, e. g. a conference call or an emeeting.

In organizations, meetings are an important vehicle for human communication. They are so common and pervasive in organizations, however, that many take them for granted and forget that, unless properlyplanned and executed, meetings can be a terrible waste of precious resources.

Because of their importance, a career in professional meeting planning has emerged in recent years. In addition, the field of Meeting Facilitation has formalized with an internationally-recognized “Certified Professional Facilitator” designation through the International Association of Facilitators (IAF)

Meetings are often held in conference rooms

Meetings fall into ten categories:

1) Status Meetings, generally Leader-led, which are about reporting by one-way communication.

2) Work Meetings, which produce a product or intangible result such as a decision.

3) Staff meeting — typically a meeting between a manager and those that report to the manager (possibly indirectly).

4) Team meeting — a meeting among colleagues working on various aspects of a team project.

5) Ad-hoc meeting — a meeting called together for a special purpose.

6) Management meeting — a meeting among managers.

7) Board meeting — a meeting of the Board of directors of an organization.

8) One to one meeting — a meeting between two individuals.

9) Off-site meeting — also called “offsite retreat” or “retreat” and known as an Awayday meeting in the UK.

10) Kick-off Meeting— is the first meeting with the project team and the client of the project to discuss the role of each team member.

Meeting frequency options

Since a meeting can be held once or often, the meeting organizer has to determine the repetition and frequency of occurrence of the meeting.

Options generally include the following •
 A one-time meeting is the most common meeting type and covers events that are self-contained. While they may repeat often, the individual meeting is the entirety of the event. This can include a 2006 conference. The 2007 version of the conference is a standalone meeting event.

•
 A recurring meeting is a meeting that recurs periodically, such as an

every Monday staff meeting from 9:00AM to 9:30 AM. The meeting organizer wants the participants to be at the meeting on a constant and repetitive basis. A recurring meeting can be ongoing, such as a weekly team meeting, or have an end date, such as a 5 week training meeting, held every Friday afternoon.

•
 A series meeting is like a recurring meeting, but the details differ from meeting to meeting. One example of a series meeting is a monthly “lunch and learn” event at a company, church, club or organization.

CONTRACTS

A contract is a legally binding exchange of promises or agreement between parties that the law will enforce. Contract law is based on the Latin phrase pacta sunt servanda (pacts must be kept). Breach of contract is recognised by the law and remedies can be provided. Almost everyone makes contracts every day. Sometimes written contracts are required, e. g., when buying a house. However the vast majority of contracts can be and are made orally, like buying a law text book, or a coffee at a shop. 
Contract law can be classified, as is habitual in civil law systems, as part of a general law of obligations (along with tort, unjust enrichment or restitution). Perhaps the most important feature of a contract is that one party makes an offer for a bargain that another accepts. This can be called a ‘concurrence of wills’ or a ‘meeting of the minds’ of two or more parties. There must be evidence that the parties had each from an objective perspective engaged in conduct manifesting their assent, and a contract will be formed when the parties have met such a requirement. An objective perspective means that it is only necessary that somebody gives the impression of offering or accepting contractual terms in the eyes of a reasonable person, not that they actually did want to contract.

In the U. S., the general rule is that in “case of doubt, an offer is interpreted as inviting the offeree to accept either by promising to perform what the offer requests or by rendering the performance, as the offeree chooses”.

Offer and acceptance does not always need to be expressed orally or in writing. An implied contract is one in which some of the terms are not expressed in words. This can take two forms. A contract which is implied in fact is one in which the circumstances imply that parties have reached an agreement even though they have not done so expressly. 
For example, by going to a doctor for a checkup, a patient agrees that he will pay a fair price for the service. If he refuses to pay after being examined, he has breached a contract implied in fact. A contract which is implied in law is also called a quasi-contract, because it is not in fact a contract; rather, it is a means for the courts to remedy situations in which one party would be unjustly enriched were he or she not required to compensate the other.

For example, say a plumber accidentally installs a sprinkler system in the lawn of the wrong house. The owner of the house had learned the previous day that his neighbor was getting new sprinklers. That morning, he sees the plumber installing them in his own lawn. Pleased at the mistake, he says nothing, and then refuses to pay when the plumber hands him the bill. Will the man be held liable for payment? Yes, if it could be proven that the man knew that the sprinklers were being installed mistakenly, the court would make him pay because of a quasi-contract. 
If that knowledge could not be proven, he would not be liable. Such a claim is also referred to as “quantum meruit“.

EMPLOYMENT

Employment is a contract between two parties, one being the employer and the other being the employee. An employee may be defined as: “A person in the service of another under any contract of hire, express or implied, oral or written, where the employer has the power or right to control and direct the employee in the material details of how the work is to be performed”. Black’s Law Dictionary page 471 (5th ed. 1979).
In a commercial setting, the employer conceives of a productive activity, generally with the intention of creating profits, and the employee contributes labour to the enterprise, usually in return for payment of wages.
Employment also exists in the public, non-profit and household sectors.
In the United States, the standard employment contract is considered to be at-will meaning that the employer and employee are both free to terminate the employment at any time and for any cause, or for no cause at all. However, if a termination of employment by the employer is deemed unjust by the employee, there can be legal recourse to challenge such a termination. In unionised work environments in particular, employees who are receiving discipline, up to and including termination of employment can ask for assistance by their shop steward to advocate on behalf of the employee. If an informal negotiation between the shop steward and the company does not resolve the issue, the shop steward may file a grievance, which can result in a resolution within the company, or mediation or arbitration, which are typically funded equally both by the union and the company. In non-union work environments, in the United States, unjust termination complaints can be brought to the United States Department of Labor. In the Canadian province of Ontario, formal complaints can be brought to the Ministry of Labour (Ontario). In the province of Quebec, grievances can be filed with the Commission des normes du travail. To the extent that employment or the economic equivalent is not universal, unemployment exists.

Employment is almost universal in capitalist societies. Opponents of capitalism such as Marxists oppose the capitalist employment system, considering it to be unfair that the people who contribute the majority of work to an organization do not receive a proportionate share of the profit. However, the Surrealists and the Situationists were among the few groups to actually oppose work, and during the partially surrealistinfluenced events of May 1968 the walls of the Sorbonne were covered with anti-work graffiti.

BUSINESS

In economics, a business is a legally-recognized organizational entity existing within an economically free country designed to sell goods and/ or services to consumers, usually in an effort to generate profit. In predominantly capitalist economies, where most businesses are privately owned, businesses are typically formed to earn profit and grow the personal wealth of their owners. The owners and operators of a business have as one of their main objectives the receipt or generation of a financial return in exchange for their work and their acceptance of risk. Notable exceptions to this rule include cooperative businesses and government institutions. This model of business functioning is contrasted with socialistic systems, which involve either government, public, or worker ownership of most sizable businesses.
The etymology of “business” relates to the state of being busy either as

an individual or society, doing commercially viable and profitable work. The term “business” has at least three usages, depending on the scope — the singular usage (above) to mean a particular company or corporation, the generalized usage to refer to a particular market sector, such as “the record business”, or the broadest meaning to include all activity by the community of suppliers of goods and services. However, the exact definition of business, like much else in the philosophy of business, is a matter of debate. Business Studies, the study of the management of individuals organizing to maintain collective productivity toward accomplishing particular creative and productive goals (usually to generate profit), is taught as an academic subject in many schools.

Milton Petrie – the Most Generous Man in the World

His father was a Russian immigrant who became a policeman, but he never arrested anyone, he was too kind. He couldn’t even give a parking ticket.

COMPANIES

Businesses come in all shapes and sizes, depending on their main function and what they are trying to achieve.we may talk about external and internal structures of companies.
External structures of companies

In the private sector, most businesses are sole traders, partnerships or limited companies. A sole trader (also called a sole proprietorship) describes any business that is owned and controlled by one person. They run a business, receiving all profits and responsible for all liabilities (= debts). A sole trader may also employ workers. These businesses tend to be small, primarily service and retail businesses.

A partnership is a business owned by two or more people. Doctors, dentists and lawyers are typical examples of professionals who may go into partnership together. They can benefit from shared expertise, but like the sole trader, have unlimited liability.

A limited company (also called a corporation) is a legal entity which has the right to issue stock (or shares). The people who own one or more of the shares are called shareholders. They have limited liability which means they cannot lose more than their initial investment (as opposed to sole traders and partnerships). The owners (shareholders) elect the board of directors which is responsible for appointing the company’s managers and setting enterprise’s objectives.

Many corporations are highly successful business organizations, with profits far exceeding those of many sole proprietorships and partnerships.

Internal structures of companies

The structure of business organizations depends on the nature of their activities. A manufacturing firm may have a different structure from one providing a service. Today, most large manufacturing organizations have a functional structure, including production, finance, marketing, and personnel (or human resources) departments. Such a structure is also called hierarchical or pyramidal. The head of each area is called a director.

There is a clear line or chain of command running down the pyramid. It starts with the Board of Directors and the Managing Director, who make the firm's decisions. Below them are the department managers, then the section heads and finally to the shop floor or office staff. At each stage in the chain, one person has a number of workers directly under them, within their span of control. This person directly responsible for a group of workers is called their line manager. In this way all the people in the organization know what decisions they are able to make, who their superior (or boss) is, and who their immediate subordinates are.

Now let’s talk about the function of the four principal departments in a manufacturing company.

The Department of Production is responsible for turning raw materials into finished goods. The function of the Department of Marketing includes consumer and market research, selling, advertising and distribution. The Department of Finance deals with the accounting, recording, controlling and analysing of the firm's funds. And the Personnel Department is responsible for employing and dismissing staff, salaries, assessment and training.

In the end I’d like to present a short description of an organization structure of a manufacturing company. 

The Managing Director (OR CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER) reports to the Chairman (OR PRESIDENT) and the Board of Directors. The company is divided into four major departments: Production, Marketing, Finance, and Personnel. The Marketing Department is subdivided into Market Research, Sales, and Advertising & Promotions. The Finance Department contains both Financial Management and Accounting. 
Sales consists of two sections, the Northern and Southern Regions, whose heads report to the Sales Manager (line manager), who is accountable to the Marketing Manager.

· Why do you want to work for this company? Why are you interested in this job?
The interviewer is trying to determine what you know and like about the company, whether you will be willing to make a commitment to the job, and if your skills match the job requirements. Your research will be a big help in formulating your answer to this question. Say as many positive things about the company as possible, show your interest in whatever products/services they sell and explain why the position fits with your career goals.

· Have you done this kind of work before?
The interviewer wants to know if you can learn to do the job in a reasonable time and how much training you will need. Never say "no" to this question. Instead, stress the experience you do have that will assist you in learning the new job quickly and efficiently. No two jobs are alike and you never do exactly the same work. In all jobs, new skills, rules and details have to be learned. Be sure to mention the following:

· Your past work experience.

· Your education and training related to the job.

· Volunteer work that might relate to the job.

· Any transferable skills - e.g. organizational skills, people skills.

· Your ability to learn quickly and how quickly you learned that type of work in the past.

· What kind of training or qualifications do you have?
The interviewer is trying to find out what school credentials you have. If you have no formal school qualifications but have a lot of experience, you might say:

· I didn't get formal school training for this job but I have (number) of years of experience in the field. I'm willing to learn new skills or go to school to get further training if I am offered the job. I learn quickly and I like to keep upgrading my skills.

If you have just completed a training course but have little work experience, you mightsay:

· I took a one year training program in (name of program) at (name of school) which is related to the job I'm applying for. I look forward to working in the field and putting into practice what I learned. I don't have a lot of work experience in this area but I learn quickly. I know you will be happy with my work.

· Tell me about yourself. Why should we hire you?
The interviewer is trying to find out about you, your job skills and how well you express yourself. Do not dwell on personal issues. State your best qualifications for the job. Be specific and include examples to support your statements. Try to show that you meet the employer's expectations. For example:

· I am punctual, dependable and can be counted upon to finish what I start. I get a great deal of satisfaction from knowing that I have done something well and on time. For example, at my present job, I was given different work orders every day. It was my responsibility to finish the orders and make sure they all met quality and safety standards within a specific deadline. On occasion, I had to familiarize myself with the product and the production process. I was always able to learn quickly and carry out my job responsibilities. Our company was known for making excellent processed food products. In 1990, it received an award for being on of Canada's top companies in the field. I feel I can use the same skills and hard work to do well on this job too.

· What do you do in your spare time?
Interviewers ask this question to see if your activities and hobbies might help the company and to get an idea of what kind of person you are outside your work life. Describe any volunteer work you do and any hobbies or interests that might relate to the job in some way. Stick to active hobbies, such as playing sports, carpentry,gardening, etc. Avoid mentioning inactive and non-creative activities such as watching television.

· What do you think of working in a group?
The interviewer is trying to find out about your ability to get along with others.Focus on the following:

· The advantages of working in a group. Explain how the various individuals in a group complement one another in carrying out certain tasks.

· Give specific examples of your personal experience in a group

· How do you react to instruction and criticism?
The interviewer is trying to find out how you get along with Supervisors and how you feel about authority. You might say:

· I appreciate getting instruction and criticism when it is done fairly and constructively.

· With the kind of work experience you have had, do you think this job would bore you?
The interviewer may think you are over-qualified and want this job only until something better comes along. Stress that no job is ever boring because you always learn new skills. Mention how you would benefit by working for the company and vice versa.

· Why did you choose this line of work?
The interviewer is trying to find out about your commitment to your career choice. In other words do you do it because you love the work or just take any job you can get for the money. If you did this work for many years and stopped due to a layoff,you might say:

· I have done this for (number) of years. I like my work. The only reason I left my last workplace was because I was laid off.

· How well do you work under pressure or tight deadlines?
This question indicates that the job you're applying for will involve working under pressure. Give examples of volunteer and paid work that involved pressure and deadlines. You could mention that we are always faced with pressure and deadlines in our lives and you do not mind the stress. Stressful situations are a learning and challenging experience. You might mention the following:

· How you handled large rush orders at your last workplace.

· How you prepared for exams and homework assignments while working full-time and attending school part-time.

· How you managed a crisis situation. (For example: a car accident)

· How often were you absent from work in your last job? Have you every had any serious illness or injuries? Do you have any health problems?
The interviewer is trying to find out if you have any health issues which will cause you to take a lot of sick days. You do not have to go into your health history for the interviewer. If you have health problems that do not interfere with your work performance, do not give the interviewer details about them. If you had a previous health problem that interfered with your work in the past, but is no longer a problem, do not volunteer this information. It no longer affects your work, therefore the employer does not have to know.

If you have a health problem that will affect your work performance, explain your situation briefly and stress the positive points. I will be helpful to have a positive reference letter from your previous employer. This letter should explain the type of duties you did and stress that you are a steady worker who is responsible, hardworking and punctual.

· Are you bondable?
This question indicates that the job involves working with money or valuable merchandise. Very likely the employer's insurance company requires that only bondable people be hired as a condition of their insurance policy.As long as you do not have a criminal record, and you have not previously been denied a bond, you should answer "yes" to this question. Caution: If you answer yes when you are not legally bondable it is very likely that the employer will discover this.

· Have you ever been fired or quit a job?
The interviewer is looking for clues to any problems you have had in previous jobs and if you may have the same problems in a new job. Try to:

· Avoid saying anything negative about yourself or your previous employer. If you had problems, explain them without being negative.

· Be careful not the use the word "fired" or "quit". Instead use words such as: "I changed jobs", "I was laid off", or "I needed a more challenging job".

· If you were fired and are not on good terms with your previous employer, explain the reason why you were fired. Stress that you learned something from the previous situation.

· Why haven't you worked recently?
The interviewer is looking for clues to serious problems or job difficulties that could carry over to a new job. You might say:

· Since I was laid off from my previous employer, I have been actively looking for a job. However, as you know, there are many people looking for work and applying for the same jobs. I have always worked steadily but I haven't been able to find a job in the present job market.

· After I got laid off from my previous employer, I decided to go back to school to upgrade my skills so I can get a better, more secure job.

· What are your long-term goals or career plans?
The interviewer may want to know if you are ambitious, plan ahead, or if you set goals for yourself. The interviewer may also want to know what expectation you have of the company. You might say:

· I hope to become very good at my job and perhaps take some schooling to become more skilled in my field of work.

· I intend to learn (name of area or skills) very well so that I can be promoted to a higher position in (name skill or department).

· What do you feel are your greatest strengths?
This is your opportunity to brag a little bit. It is important that you have done your research about the type of work that you are applying for. For example if you are applying as a production labourer and from your research you understand that this type of work required people that have the ability to meet quotas, work as a team and make improvement suggestions, then it is important for you to incorporate this into your strengths.

· Example:

My greatest strength is that I have a lot of initiative. I am always looking for a better way to do things at work that I feel would save the company money and I can always achieve my production quotas. For example one time I was working at my station and I felt that I was wasting time by always having to walk to the other side of my station to get some parts. So I reorganized the station and my supervisor was really impressed as it increased my quota.

· What do you feel are your weaknesses?
You never want to give any indication of any weaknesses that you have. Turn you weaknesses into strengths by working it to the employer's advantage.

· Example:

I am the type of person or is very hard on myself. I am always expecting myself to do a little bit more. However, I guess this works out well for my employer.

Or

I never like to leave work until I have every thing finished completely. Sometimes this bothers me but I feel inside that it is important.

Or

I am the type of person who always takes my work home with me. This sometimes interferes with my personal life but I feel that work comes first.

· How would you describe your last employer?
Never run down or say anything negative about anybody or anyone. The employer will feel that you will do it to them. You should state the positive things such as he had high expectations and I really respected him for that. He was down to earth and really knew the job I was doing, if I had any problems he was approachable and would always give me suggestion or he gave the responsibility to do a good job.

Example:

I liked my employer. He/she treated me fairly and respected my work

Or:

I appreciated my previous employer having given me the opportunity to acquire a lot of skills and experiences in (name area of work skill).

· What five words would be describe you?
These should be your transferrable skills such as reliable, punctual, organized,friendly, honest, cooperative, outgoing, easy to get along with, hardworking,energetic, take pride in my work, responsible, respected,dedicated.

· What did you like about your last job?
Say only positive things that you feel could transfer across to the position your are applying for.

Example:
I liked my last job because I got along well with my co-workers and the work was challenging, fast paced and I was given a lot of responsibility to do a good job.

· Why did you leave your last position?
Keep this answer simple. If you were laid off simply say so, If your company downsized, simply say so. Do not go into a lot of detail. If you were terminated you will have to say you were let go but always follow up that as a result you have learned how to overcome this and feel it will not affect you in the future.

· What are your long range goals?
The interviewer is trying to figure out whether or not you are going to be a long term employee or whether or not you will be using this job as a stepping stone to another objective. So, you should try to assure him/her that your intention is to stay with the company and to grow in your career within the company. You should respond "I am looking for a position with a company where I can stay and grow with and I feel this position would give me this opportunity."

· What kind of machines or equipment have you worked with?
This is your opportunity to give some detail of what actual work skills you have. Don't be vague, supply all of the information that you have to offer.

· What type of salary are you looking for?
Do not get into this subject unless you are forced to. Even then you want to leave an impression that you are flexible in this area.

· What do you know about our company?
This is your opportunity to show them that you have taken the time to research their company in particular.

· Do you have any other skills of experiences that we have not discussed?
List any other skills that you have that are related to the position. You can also discuss any hobbies or volunteer experience you have and discuss any interest courses or educational upgrading you have.

Ex.2. Liten to the Top 25 Things Never to Say at a Job Interview.

Make your list of tips.
Top 25 Things Never to Say at a Job Interview
1. I don’t know. (That's a very interesting question, can I take some time to consider it and get back to you later?" or "Great question, I can answer it in part but would like to consider it further and get back to you.")
2. It’s on my resume. (Yes, it is, but the interviewer wants to hear it from you.)
3. I have an appointment, is this going to be over soon? (Give yourself plenty of time to interview and be aware the interview could run longer than you planned.)
4. Sorry, I’m late. (Don’t be unless you have an emergency.)
5. Profanity or swear words. (Keep it professional and polite.)
6. What’s the policy on dating co-workers? (this is about work, not your love life)
7. Do you have Friday Happy Hours or is there an open bar at holiday parties? (Booze and job interviews don’t mix.)
8. I don’t have child care lined up, but I’m working on it. (You don’t want to give the interviewer any reason to think that you won’t have the availability that’s needed by the company.)
9. I don’t have a car yet, but I will soon. (same as above)
10. This schedule doesn’t really work for me. Can it be changed? (Don’t ask for anything until you have a job offer.)
11. I don’t have any questions. (You should always have a list of questions ready to ask the interviewer.)
12. What do you do at this company? (you should thoroughly research the company and be prepared to speak about it)
13. What is included in the benefits package? (Wait for a job offer before discussing benefits.)
14. Interviews make me really nervous. (The interviewer wants to hire someone confident in his or her abilities.)
15. Can I work from home? (Don’t bring up alternative working situations until you have a job offer.)
16. My boss is the worst boss ever. (Are you going to say that about your new boss if things don’t work out?)
17. My current company is awful. (Are you going to say that about the new company?)

A major reason why people smoke is because they are addicted to the nicotine in the tobacco.

Other reasons people smoke is peer pressure.

Health consequences include heart disease, cancer, stroke, cataracts, thyroid disease, gum disease, bronchitis, emphysema, asthma and pneumonia.

Withdrawal symptoms from nicotine often begin with 48 hours without a cigarette. 

They include:

Physical - Tingling in the hands and feet, cramps, nausea, sweating, headaches and cold symptoms.

Emotional and Mental - Temper tantrums, confusion, insomnia, irritability, anxiety and depression.

Each year, on May 31 the global tobacco control and prevention community celebrates World No Tobacco Day.
Thanks to civil society protests, the Ukraine Government will increase tobacco taxes by 25 percent on 1 July 2014.

After the government announced a planned increase of just eight percent, activists protested. They campaigned in the media, picketed the office of the Cabinet of Ministers and contacted the Ministry of Finance, until the government relented. 

With the new tax rates, prices are expected to rise 12-15 percent, according to Advocacy Centre "LIFE", an FCA member. However, it anticipates that tobacco companies will try to avoid the new taxes as long as possible.

In 2013, Ukraine banned tobacco advertising, adopted 100 percent smoke-free work places, and mandated graphic warnings on tobacco packages. The result was a 10 percent drop in consumption, according to the Centre.

Ukraine is home to some of the world’s cheapest cigarettes — at $1.05 per pack ($5 (Germany) or $10 (United Kingdom).)

Ukrainian cigarette production has steadily risen since 2003 from 97 to 130 billion

B.J. - "It's obvious. When you take a packet of cigarettes out of your top pocket and put it on the bar in from of you, you're making a statement about yourself, exactly as you do with the clothes you wear, the music you like, and the newspaper you read. You're saying, "These cigarettes are a part of me"."

"So, if you take out a pocket of Benson and Hedges " you say, "I'm classy -gold packet -part of high society." If you take out a packet of Marlboro, you say, "I'm an outdoor type, I like wearing a cowboy hat and riding horses..."

"So, in 1991 I invested all my lifesavings to create and market an additive-free smoking product, 2 kinds of it – “Death” and Death Lights and put the coffin-shaped vending machines in pubs and clubs.

"Now, if you produce a packet of Death cigarettes, what you want to say about yourself is  "Yes, I'm killing myself, but at least I know, and I smoke a brand which doesn't try to hide the fact. Death cigarettes say, "Don't you dare tell me to stop!" I don’t know how hypocritical people should be about cigarettes by calling them Treasurer or Fine or even Friend and being aware of 4000 kinds of poisonous toxins that each cig contains.

“Cigarettes in Britain are a £12 billion industry in which four companies control 95% of the market. I want to expose the hypocrisy behind the tobacco industry. Governments can't afford to ban smoking because they receive huge amounts of money in tax. The irony is that cigarette advertising typically associates smoking with vigorous outdoor activities. Smokers are shown skiing, hiking, swimming, playing ball games and the like. Tobacco companies try to improve their image by sponsoring sports events such as motor rallying, rugby, football and tennis, at vast expense. "What everybody wants to forget is that smoking kills. That's why I'm here, to remind people that smoking and death are linked".

"But my Enlightened Tobacco company (ETC) has been losing about $1 million a year because we can’t afford a massive advertising campaign like the big companies. 

Personally, I have a very different opinion as to why so few people choose to smoke a brand of cigarette called Death. B.J.Cunningham has misunderstood human, psychology. Of course smokers know that their habit is probably going to kill them, but they prefer not to think about it. The only people who are going to smoke his cigarettes are people like himself.

“Do you know the main reason I love my job? It’s because it gives me a chance to attack the anti-smoking killjoys! Those puritans who try to control our lives. I’ve met many people who don’t smoke, but who tell me that if smoking were made illegal, they would fight it. You just can’t have laws which control every aspect of the way people live”.

I finally started to warm to this character B.J.Cunningham who loyally puffs his own cigs. It was the end of the interview, and the number of fag ends in the ashtray had increased to fifteen.

Perhaps he had something important to say after all. Not just, "Hey, everybody! Look at me! I'm weird and I killing myself!"

Let me introduce myself, my name is Kim.  I was born on December 17, 1957, in Ontario, Canada. I was born to two wonderful parents who were both smokers.  In March of 1960, my brother Tad was born and in October of 1961, my sister Kelly was born. 

I started smoking at age 12, stealing cigarettes from my parents and also stealing packs from the grocery and drug store (stealing.......its true, and I don't like to admit it).  But I was a nicotine addict at 12, already needing to get a fix no matter how I got it.........sad isn't it?  My sister started smoking also, my brother never did. 

At age 24, I quit for 1 month, but that one pack I kept in my dresser drawer was just too tempting. 

Both my parents quit smoking in 1985.  That year I married Tony in June. 

My Grandpa always had a cigarette, cigar or pipe in his mouth and lived to the ripe old age of 90.  He died of congestive heart failure.  My grandmother who never smoked a day in her life, died at 72 of bowel cancer.  My aunt who is 76, has smoked for well over 50 years and is and still going strong today. 

In July of 1990, I quit again, this time it lasted a year and a half.  After having a few drinks at Christmas, I asked my husband for a puff and of course one lead to another and I was back to smoking full time again. 

In June of 2001, I tried again, it lasted 3 days and in January of 2002 I tried yet again.......lasting maybe 4 days.  I didn't really want to quit.  Well I did and I didn't . Look at my grandfather, look at my aunt, my parents have no ill-effects, they are in their seventies now.  Nothing is going to happen to me, I'm not a heavy smoker. 

In March of 2002, I was going in to have some surgery.  I was sent for pre-op tests, blood work, chest x-ray, EKG.......etc.  My doctor called on March 7 to say something had showed up on my x-ray.  There was a spot in my left lung.  Oh my God, what does that mean exactly?  I was to go and see the specialist the next day.  March 7 was the last day I put a cigarette to my mouth.  It was also the day my sister quit. 

I saw the specialist the next day and was told it was cancer and it was very close to the heart.  If it had reached the heart there was nothing they could do.  When I looked at the cat scan it looked like it was touching the heart, thats how close it was.  The only alternative I had to beat this was to have my left lung removed.  What?  Me?  Cancer?  Lung removed?  ......no can't be, I'm too young for this....... 

The next month and a half was very busy.  I had a cat scan, bone scan and ultra sound, all were negative, which was good news, it was nowhere else in my body.  I had stress tests, lung functions tests and I was beginning to think there wasn't anymore blood for them to take.  I passed all the tests and was ready for surgery.  My Doctor told me he didn't know if it had spread to my lymph nodes and he wouldn't know until he was in there. 

On April 23rd they wheeled me into the operating room at 8:20 a.m.  Five hours later I was wheeled out of surgery and placed in Intensive Care on a breathing machine.  I was not only missing a lung, I was also missing a rib.  Fortunately it hadn't spread to the lymph nodes. 

I was hooked up to so many tubes and wires, but I was breathing on my own the next day.  I was getting stronger everyday and everyday they would take a tube or wire off.  On day five, I was tube and wire free and on day 6, I was released.  I went to my Mom and Dad's for two weeks as my Mom is a retired nurse.  I had home care for almost a month.  A nurse came in once a day and changed the dressing on the incision. 

I tire very easily, I can't exert myself in the summer humidity, as it makes it difficult to breathe, and I can't lift anything heavy.  I have to do things slowly or my heart starts to beat fast.  There is still a section at the top of the incision that is taking a long time to heal.  Every night hot compresses are applied to help the healing.  My left side is numb from the incision around to my underarm area and it really hurts to sneeze.  It will be months before I'm fully recuperated.

Earthquake in L.A.
At 4.31 in the morning on January 17, 1994, the full impact of a massive earthquake measuring 6.7 on the Richter scale hit the community of Northridge in Los Angeles. It was an unwelcome wake-up call for everyone in the city. One resident, Rosemary Sato, was shaken awake in her bed to the sound of tremors violently rocking her house. When she got up she found that the quake had blown open her front door and thrown her furniture around like toys. Another resident of the community, who lived in a three-storey apartment block, recalls the top two floors of the building crashing down onto his first-floor apartment. "A wall fell on me," he 12 said, "I couldn't move my head. I was trapped for five hours with injuries to my lungs, ribs and collar-bone." However, the damage wasn’t restricted to Northridge. Across the city the quake killed sixty people, destroyed or severely damaged more than 3,000 homes, and brought down ten highway bridges. Many people were trapped under debris. The cost of the damage was estimated to be $20 billion. The cause of this quake was movement in the San Andreas fault system. The fault is a crack between two giant pieces of the Earth's crust Ore of these pieces, most of which is situated under the Pacific Ocean, is moving at an average of about four centimetres every year. Unfortunately, this movement isn't slow and continuous, but occurs in bursts, which result in earthquakes. And to make matters worse, scientists not only expect more earthquakes in the near future, but also more powerful ones. The good news is that the Californian authorities are taking these predictions seriously. Engineers are working to strengthen the steel frames of buildings and other structures such as bridges. Hopefully, this will lead to less structural damage during the next quake. The residents of California are also preparing themselves for the next big one. They are buying emergency supplies, nailing down their belongings and making plans for what they should do in the event of another quake. During a quake it is important to stay calm, as panic leads to rash actions which may result in injury or even death. People are advised to stay where they are and, if possible, to take shelter under a bed or table. However, for many it is difficult to get rid of the terror of experiencing an earthquake. After the Northridge quake, thousands of Californians even left the state, and many of those who stayed have experienced what is now known as "earthquake trauma". Levon Jernazian, a clinical psychologist, helps people to deal with the effects of this trauma. For weeks after the Northridge quake, one of his patients, Ani Shakhverdyan, aged eight, would still cling to her parents, was terrified of the dark and would not even go to the bathroom alone. In one session, Ani was asked to draw a picture of her fears. She drew a big rat. Then Levon Jernazian told her to cut the picture of the rat into pieces, burn it, and then jump on the remains. Ani did what he suggested and her fears became less intense. Other survivors of quakes deal with their fears in a different way. They tell themselves that it won't happen again. One woman's reaction was, "I'm not scared anymore. Also, it's similar to being in a plane crash. What are your chances of being in another?' Little does she realise that in California, with the chances of another severe quake at 90 per cent in the next thirty years, she is very likely to experience at least one more.

Living by the Sword
When Cristina Sanchez told her parents that she wanted to become a bullfighter instead of a hairdresser, they weren’t too pleased. But when she was eighteen her parents realised that she was serious and sent her to a bullfighting school in Madrid, where she trained with professionals. Since last July, Sanchez has been the most successful novice in Spain and is very popular with the crowds. After brilliant performances in Latin America and Spain earlier this year, Sanchez has decided that she is ready to take the test to become a matador de toros. Out of the ring, Sanchez does not look like a matador. She is casually elegant, very feminine and wears her long blond hair loose. She seems to move much more like a dancer than an athlete, but in the ring she is all power. 13 When she was fourteen, Sanchez’s father warned her that the world of bullfighting was hard enough for a man and even harder for a woman. It seems he is right. "It really is a tough world for a woman," says Sanchez. "You start with the door shut in your face. A man has to prove himself only once, whereas I have had to do it ten times just to get my foot in the door." In perhaps the world’s most masculine profession, it would seem strange if Sanchez had not met problems. But even though Spanish women won the legal right to fight bulls on equal terms with men in 1974, there are still matadors like Jesulin de Ubrique who refuse to fight in the same ring as her. Sanchez lives with her family in Parla, south of Madrid. Her family is everything to her and is the main support in her life. "My sisters don’t like bullfighting, they don’t even watch it on TV, and my mother would be the happiest person in the world if I gave it up. But we get on well. Mum’s like my best friend. " When Sanchez is not fighting she has a tough fitness routine – running, working out in the gym and practising with her father in the afternoon. By nine she is home for supper, and by eleven she is in bed. She doesn’t drink, smoke or socialise. "You have to give up a lot," says Sanchez. "It’s difficult to meet people, but it doesn't worry me – love does not arrive because you look for it." Sanchez spends most of the year travelling: in summer to Spanish and French bullfights and in winter to Latin America. Her mother dislikes watching Sanchez fight, but goes to the ring when she can. If not, she waits at home next to the telephone. Her husband has had to ring three times to say that their daughter had been injured, twice lightly in the leg and once seriously in the stomach. After she has been wounded, the only thing Sanchez thinks about is how quickly she can get back to the ring. "It damages your confidence," she says "but it also makes you mature. It’s just unprofessional to be injured. You cannot let it happen." Sanchez is managed by Simon Casas, who says, "At the moment there is no limit to where she can go. The Mall is a narrow park stretching 1.6 km from the Capitol to the Washington Monument, which is 169 m high. The Mall is Washington’s most prominent park, and it hosts many special demonstrations and events such as the National Cherry Blossom Festival, the Chinese New Year, Columbus Day, Saint Patrick’s Day and the Fourth of July.
B .

New York, N.Y., attracts people from all over the world. It is the most exciting and the most changeable city in the world. It is a city of immigrants. Many say that the face of New York is The Statue of Liberty in New York Harbor. The French people gave this statue to the Americans in 1886. It contains 354 stairs. There are 5 boroughs in New York – Manhattan, Brooklyn, Queens, The Bronx

and Staten Island. Manhattan is an island 13 miles long and 2 miles wide. It is the center of American finance, advertising, art theatre, publishing, fashion – and much more. It is divided into the East Side and the West Side. The dividing line is Fifth Avenue. In 1626, a Dutchman came to Manhattan, and paid the Indians about 24 dollars for the island. So, the Dutch were the first Europeans to settle Manhattan. To protect themselves from attacks, they built a strong wooden wall. This wall gave name to a street in Lower Manhattan – Wall Street. The Italian restaurants of Little Italy are popular both with tourists and Italians. Today Chinatown is the only immigrant community that is still growing. Chinatown has seven newspapers and nearly 200 restaurants. Greenwich Village and the East Village have always been at the center of New York`s excitement. Both have an active nightlife with plenty of bars, restaurants and clubs. You can see different people there: students from New York University, police, drug dealers, joggers, roller skaters, and everyone else.

C. Chicago, Ill., is the third largest city in the United States and one of the country’s leading industrial, commercial, transportation, and financial centers. Chicago covers a land area of 588.2 sq km and stretches 47 km along Lake Michigan. It is the center of a large metropolitan area. Almost every ethnic group found in the United States is represented in Chicago. The city is a significant port for both domestic and international trade. Ships deliver iron ore, coal, petroleum, and grain. Foreign vessels arrive, bringing automobiles, steel, fish, etc. The boats depart carrying machinery, farm equipment, food products. Chicago is one of the nation’s leading producers of steel, medical appliances, railroad equipment, soap, paint, cosmetics, industrial machinery and sporting goods. Chicago has many beautiful lakes and parks such as Grant Park, Lincoln Park, and Jackson Park. In the central part of the city there are several of the tallest buildings in the world, including the Sears Tower, 110 stories high.
D. Los Angeles, Ca., city in southwestern California, located on the Pacific Ocean. Los Angeles is the second most populous city in the United States after New York City. It is one of the nation’s major industrial, commercial, and financial centers. Los Angeles is also famous for its balmy climate, lush scenery, television industries, freeways, and occasional earthquakes. The city of Los Angeles covers a land area of 1 214.2 sq km. Beverly Hills is a separate city famous for its movie-star residents and the Rodeo Drive shopping district. Against the Santa Monica Mountains, is West Hollywood and Sunset Strip, an area known for dance clubs and designer clothes shops. Griffith Park is the city’s major outdoor recreation area. Places of historical interest include historic monuments, such as Olvera Street, Plaza Church, and Avila Adobe, built in 1818 and the city’s oldest building. Other tourist attractions are the Farmers Market, New Chinatown, Little Tokyo, and the movie studios in Hollywood. A popular tourist place of interest is Mann’s Chinese Theater, with its collection of handprints and footprints of film stars. Within Los Angeles is the well-known Forest Lawn Memorial Park, a large cemetery with many unusual statues and monuments.

Цинциннаті є місцем перебування головних офісів всесвітньо відомих компаній, таких як “Проктер-енд-Гембл”, одного з найбільших світових виробників миючих засобів, “Крьогер”, мережі супермакетів, “Юнайтед Брендз” та інші. Цинциннаті відоме своєю спокійною і водночас витонченою атмосферою, що приваблює людей з усієї країни. Велике Цинциннаті ділиться на райони, містечка та території, що мають самоврядування. Річка Огайо є лінією, що розділяє штати Огайо і Кентукі. Район, що колись був німецькомовним, і населення якого поповнювалося переважно за рахунок німецьких переселенців, зараз є більш-менш типово американським, хоча місцями й зберіг німецький присмак, хоча б у назвах, як наприклад, район Мейнштрассе (Mainstrasse), що знаходиться у північному Кентукі і прилягає до міжнародного аеропорту Великого Цинциннаті. Центром міста вважається площа Фаунтін сквер, посередині якого знаходиться популярний серед туристів фонтан, скульптурна група якого була подарована Цинциннаті мешканцями німецького міста Мюнхена. В межах центру, на північний захід від площі Фаунтін сквер, знаходиться величезний торгівельний мол “Лазарус” та інші торгівельні заклади, багато з яких скупчилися уздовж П’ятої вулиці. Далі на північ від центру міста розташовані зоопарк та ботанічний сад Цинциннаті, які вважаються одними з найвизначніших у світі. Район Маунт Едемс знаходиться на схід від центру, на одному з пагорбів, на вершині якого розташована церква, висота якої біля тридцяти метрів. Історичні пам’ятки включають будинок 27-го президента США Вільяма Тафта, де зараз розташований художній музей Тафт; історичний музей, де можна побачити реконструйовану дерев’яну стіну перших поселенців для захиститу від нападів індіанців, та довідатися про людей і події, що дали назви вулицям і площам, і на честь

яких було назване і саме місто Цинциннаті, та багато іншого. Інші туристичні атракції включають берегову лінію, з якої відкривається мальовничий вид на річку та протилежний берег, уздовж якого стоять старовинні пароплави, багато з яких переробили на плавучі ресторани; концертний зал М’юзик-Холл, який приймає багато культурних заходів, зокрема Травневий Фестиваль, де виступають провідні виконавці світу; Кінгз Айленд, головна міська зона відпочинку просто неба, район, що перетворився на найпопулярніший у США розважальний парк. Гості міста можуть відпочити і не виїжджаючи з міста – Цинцинаті має різноманітне нічне життя. Клімат у місті пом’якшується завдяки річці Огайо і характеризується спекотним літом і відносно теплою зимою. Найприємніший місяць – травень.

Let’s be honest: New York often irritates people in the rest of America, and a good many people in the rest of the world as well. New Yorkers take for granted that their city is the financial, business, as well as news and communications center of the world. New York, however, is also “the art capital of the world” and the “foremost modern dance and ballet metropolis.” It is the “leading book and publishing center,” “the earth’s entertainer,” and a place “where actors outnumber muggers.” It is also, as one foreign guidebook excitedly points out, “the home of the world’s most famous opera,” the Met – the Metropolitan Opera. A visitor from the city that likes to think of itself as “the nation’s capital,” Washington, D.C., might point out that the Library of Congress is the largest library in the world. Or, someone from Harvard might explain that theirs is the world’s largest university library. But a New Yorker would simply say that the New York Public Library is, “I believe,” the largest library in the world that is not a national collection. What irritates so many people about New Yorkers is that they know where they live and who they are. Often they don’t seem too concerned about what the rest of us anywhere else think.

Серед найбільш відомих – абстрактний експресіонізм та абстрактний живопис і пов’язані з ними “хеппенінги”, що зародилися наприкінці 1950-х років, поп-мистецтво, мінімалістське мистецтво та фотореалізм. З цими напрямками асоціюються такі імена, як Клоуз, Девіс, де Кунінг, Демут, Естес, Гансон, Джонс, Клайн, Ліхтенштейн, Мазервелл, Олденбург, Поллок, Раушенберг, Ротко, Сігал, Стелла та Воргол. Найвизначніші виставки багатьох відомих американських художників, наприклад, Джорджії О’Кіф та Ендрю Віт, пройшли саме тут, а тому їхні імена також нерозривно пов’язані з Нью-Йорком. Те ж саме спостерігаємо у галузі архітектури. Рідним містом Луїса Саллівана, “батька хмарочосу”, та Френка Ллойда Райта, знаменитого американського архітектора, є Чикаго. Проте саме обриси Манхеттена найвдаліше втілюють ідеї Саллівана про сучасне велике місто, а однією із найвідоміших будівель Райта є музей Гугенгейма в Нью-Йорку. Інший чикагський спеціаліст, Майс ван дер Рое (провідний фахівець Німецької школи мистецтва, дизайну та архітектури “Баухауз”, яку нацисти закрили у 1933, у зв’язку з чим більшість її членів емігрували до США, де заснували Чикагський Інститут Дизайну), плідно співпрацював з нью-йоркським архітектором Філіпом Джонсоном, і деякі з їхніх найвідоміших робіт можна побачити саме у Нью-Йорку. Пов’язані з цим містом й імена таких всесвітньо відомих американських архітекторів, як Річард Мейєр, І-М. Пей, Ееро Саарінен. Мешканці Нью-Йорка, Альфред Стігліц і Едвард Стікен, та їхня галерея “291” на П’ятій авеню досягли значного міжнародного визнання у галузі фотографії. Альфред Стігліц відомий серією портретів власної дружини, художниці Джорджії О’Кіф, а Едвард Стікен завідував відділом фотографії в Музеї сучасного мистецтва протягом 15 років. Крім того, він відомий тим, що допоміг налагодити аерофотозйомку під час першої світової війни, а під час другої – керував відділом бойової фотозйомки у військово-морських силах США. Завдяки наявності в Нью-Йорку штаб-квартир таких видавничих гігантів, як “Тайм-Ворнер” та “Тернер”, місто є центром фотожурналістики. В Нью-Йорку ж найбільш поширене й так зване “вуличне мистецтво” у формі графіті та малюнків у метро і на стінах будинків. Нарешті Нью-Йорк є центром професійного театру США, завдяки Бродвею з його майже 40 великими професійними сценами та дякуючи більш ніж 350 експериментальним театрам поза Бродвеєм, що ставлять спектаклі за п’єсами таких відомих драматургів, як О’Ніл, Міллер, Сароян, Вільямс, Інь, Олбі, Джоунс, Саймон, Шепард, Вілсон та інші.

The present tense is used in both clauses. The condition part of the structure, expresses that the activity may or is likely to occur". (Conditions are favorable for it to happen.)
	In a present unreal conditional construction, the main clause states an imaginary action based on an unlikely condition or situation. The condition part of the structure, expresses that the activity is unlikely to occur. (Conditions are not favorable for the action to happen.) The preterit ("irrealis") verb form expresses that the condition and the secondary action are purely hypothetical, imaginary.


Things to remember

1. The main clause can also be at the beginning of the sentence. In this case, don't use a comma. Ex:" I would travel around the world if I had a million dollars."

When we drink, though, we can forget momentarily about all the rules and doing our jobs and generally shuffling around getting on with our business, and can go absolutely mental. Because there is nothing else to do.

9. We Love Pubs

Cup of tea aside, there’s nothing that feels quite as “right” to a British person than to sit in the midst of a pub. Again, this is one of those “it’s embedded in our DNA” things that we can’t really explain – it just make sense. It’s almost always such a shocking instance that you have to do a double take to ensure that said person was really talking to them. In Britain, talk to people you already know.

6. We Are Incredibly Sarcastic

British people tend to have a reputation for saying things in a sarcastic manner. All the time. Not a true British sentence goes without wit or ironic statement. And our sarcastic natures tend to get us in trouble now and again, really, because it – apparently – comes off as being a bit rude.

5. We Like To Say Sorry

It’s also pretty much factual that we tend to say sorry a lot. Move past somebody on the street and come a little too close to them? “Oh, sorry.” “I’m so sorry.” We can’t help it, because deep down we’re all terribly insecure and can’t think of anything worse than “making a fuss”.

4. We Are Bad At Foreign Languages

Yeah, so, apparently there’s a rumour going around that British people aren’t very good at learning foreign languages. Well, okay, it’s true that we’re not the only country in the world in which the people seem uninterested in learning languages. So why don’t we bother to learn to speak other languages? Because everyone already speaks English. What’s the bloody point? (read as: British sarcasm?)

3. We Have Terrible Food

Okay, okay, so there are probably lots of people out there who will disagree with this one, but let’s face it: British food is a bit rubbish. Even our most famous dishes all sound terrible. D. England

The government has no plans to establish an English parliament or assembly although several pressure groups are calling for one. One of their main arguments is that MPs (and thus voters) from different parts of the UK have inconsistent powers. Currently an MP from Scotland can vote on legislation which affects only England but MPs from England (or indeed Scotland) cannot vote on matters devolved to the Scottish parliament. Indeed, current Home Secretary John Reid, who is an MP for a Scottish constituency, runs a department which deals primarily with England and Wales. This anomaly is known as the West Lothian question. The policy of the UK Government in England was to establish elected regional assemblies with no legislative powers. The London Assembly was the first of these, established in 2000, following a referendum in 1998, but further plans were abandoned following rejection of a proposal for an elected assembly in North East England in a referendum in 2004. Unelected regional assemblies remain in place in eight regions of England.

B. Northern Ireland

The current government of Northern Ireland was established as a result of the 1998 Good Friday Agreement. This created the Northern Ireland Assembly which is currently under suspension. The Assembly is a unicameral body consisting of 108 members elected under the Single Transferable Vote form of proportional representation. The Assembly is based on the principle of power-sharing, in order to ensure that both communities in Northern Ireland, unionist and nationalist, participate in governing the region. When fully operational, it has power to legislate in a wide range of areas and to elect the Northern Ireland Executive (cabinet). It sits at Parliament Buildings at Stormont in Belfast. The Assembly has authority to legislate in a field of competences known as «transferred matters». These matters are not explicitly enumerated in the Northern Ireland Act 1998 but instead include any competence not explicitly retained by the Parliament at Westminster. Powers reserved by Westminster are divided into «excepted matters», which it retains indefinitely, and «reserved matters», which may be transferred to the competence of the Northern Ireland Assembly at a future date. Health and education are «transferred» but criminal law and police are «reserved» and royal succession, defense and international relations are all «excepted». While the Assembly is in suspension, its legislative powers are exercised by the UK government, which effectively has power to legislate by decree. Laws that would normally be within the competence of the Assembly are passed by the UK government in the form of Orders-inCouncil rather than legislative acts. 

C. Scotland 

The current Scottish Parliament was established by the Scotland Act 1998 and its first meeting as a devolved legislature was on 12 May 1999. The parliament has the power to pass laws and has limited tax-varying capability. Another of its jobs is to hold the Scottish Executive to account. The “devolved matters” over which it has responsibility include education, health, agriculture, and justice. A degree of domestic authority, and all foreign policy, remains with the UK Parliament in Westminster. The public take part in Parliament in two ways that are not the case at Westminster: a public petitioning system, and Cross Party Groups on policy topics which the interested public join and attend meetings of alongside Members of the Scottish Parliament (MSPs).

D. Wales

The National Assembly for Wales is a devolved assembly with power to make legislation in Wales, and is also responsible for most UK government departments in Wales. The Assembly was formed under the Government of Wales Act 1998, by the Labour government, after a referendum in 1997 approved its creation.There is no legal or constitutional separation of the legislative and executive functions of the National Assembly, since it is a single corporate entity. Compared with other parliamentary systems, and other UK devolved countries, this is highly unusual. In reality there is some sort of day to day separation, and the terms “Assembly Government” and “Assembly Parliamentary Service” have been used to distinguish between the two arms. It is proposed to 
egularize the separation, and it is considered likely that the UK Parliament will pass the necessary legislation. Although the Assembly is a legislature, it currently does not have primary legislative or fiscal powers, as these powers had been reserved by Westminster. However, the position was set to change with the passing of the Government of Wales Bill in 2006.

Палата Лордів, як ревізійний орган, має доповнювати Палату Громад, а не змагатися з нею. Лорди мають право відкладати прийняття більшості законів на рік, однак рідко користуються ним. Партія, що має більшість у Парламенті, формує уряд, а її лідер стає прем’єр-міністром. Друга найбільша партія в Парламенті формує “тіньовий кабінет” і переходить у опозицію, завданням якої є конструктивна критика політики правлячої партії. Хоча прем’єр-міністр фактично є главою країни, однак королева зберігає формальні важелі, аби впливати на усі гілки влади – законодавчу, виконавчу і судову, оскільки вона є Верховним куратором Англіканської Церкви, а усі суди в країні є королівськими. Навіть збройне усунення королеви від влади Парламентом або прем’єр-міністром є маловірогідним, оскільки королева є Головнокомандуючим усіх збройних сил, які принесли їй присягу на вірність. Але загалом функції королеви є більш представницькими. Зокрема, королівська родина приділяє багато уваги доброчинній діяльності. Парламентарі мають вивчати різні питання, що входять до повноважень відповідних комітетів, а також брати участь в дебатах у Палаті Громад, де вони можуть ставити будь-які запитання міністрам та іншим представникам виконавчої влади. Такі запитання зазвичай готують парламентські комітети, аби зібрати інформацію, необхідну для складання звітів з питань державної політики. У випадку серйозних недоліків у роботі уряду Парламент може проголосувати вотум недовіри, що може привести до дострокових загальних виборів.

1. A seven million city of contrasts, London’s urban look is enlivened by park land and commons, even right in the centre. It contains a mixture of the old and new. The skyline of the once densely populated ‘one square mile’ City*, the home of the Bank of England and the London Stock Exchange*, used to be outlined by church spires and Christopher Wren’s* great cathedral of St Paul*. Now it also features office blocks, and its permanent population has decreased to some 4,000 people.

2. After their invasion of Britain in 43 AD, the Romans established London at the lowest point where the Thames* could be forded. Tidal as far as Teddington Lock, and opening out into a great estuary, the Thames was for centuries the mainstay of the city’s traffic and overseas trade. A new Thames Strategy is preserving many of the historic features along its route and providing continuous walkways and cycle routes.

3. Over the last 200 years, the growing population of the capital spilled out beyond the borders of the original settlement. Former outskirts, outlying towns and hamlets, were absorbed into the growing city, while retaining some of their village characteristics. Many of the tributaries of the Thames were buried under streets and houses, where some still run as part of the sewer system.

4. In the early 19th century new docks were constructed to the East. The poor working-class districts, that surrounded the docks, and which sometimes were called ‘shanty town’ or ‘slums’, became known as the East End*. These docks were closed in the 1960s. The port is now further down the estuary at Tilbury*. The area was redeveloped and revitalised. Hectares of derelict land have been improved or re-developed into industrial premises, high-quality offices, apartments, homes or retail centres, and the transport infrastructure has been improved. The few remaining nineteenth century warehouses and wharves contrast with new developments, such as One Canada Square at Canary Wharf* which, at 244 metres, is the tallest office building in Europe. The area itself has been turned into a major business centre, called Docklands.

TRANSPORT

Road, rail and air services offer good connections between London and the rest of the country. An orbital motorway, the M25, from which motorways radiate into London and off across Britain, rings the outskirts of London. From Grand Victorian termini in the centre of London trains run across the country, linking cities, towns, ports and the continent through the Channel Tunnel. Train passengers to mainland Europe arrive or depart at Victoria or Charing Cross stations for the channel ferry ports, while passengers on the new channel tunnel link travel from the terminus at Waterloo International that opened in 1994. The underground – or metro – system in London is known locally as the ‘Tube’. With buses, it is the principal means of public transport around and into the centre of the capital. The Tube’s 270 stations carry 735 million passengers a year; Victoria Tube station is busier than all of London’s airports put together. The Tube is entirely underground only in central London; in the suburbs most lines are above ground. Nevertheless, with 171 km of tunnels it is one of the largest underground systems in the world. It was extended in the 1970s with the Jubilee Line (named after HM The Queen’s Silver Jubilee in 1977), which was itself extended to Docklands in 1998. London has five airports: Heathrow, Gatwick, Stansted, Luton and London City, together handling over 68.1 million passengers a year. Gatwick handles about 100 000 passengers a day during high season. London City airport, constructed as part of the redevelopment of Docklands, handles a growing number of European flights. It runs a convenient 10-minute check-in time and is only 20 minutes from the City by road on the recently constructed Limehouse Link. There are good bus connections, and the Jubilee Line underground extension provides the airport with a rapid link to central London Public transport in London is also provided by buses, taxis and the Docklands Light Railway. London’s bus network links with the rail and underground services, with large bus stations next to important rail interchanges. Buses provide commuter services, local services and orbital links around the London suburbs. Many main roads have bus-only lanes. Buses have played an important part in the integrated transport planning in the redevelopment of Docklands. Bus services are coordinated with the Docklands Light Railway and the Jubilee Line underground extension. For instance, the bus interchange at the DLR’s Prince Regent station provides a three-minute connection to London City airport.

З іншого боку, постійно зростаюча кількість пасажирів разом з недостатньою місткістю пасажирського транспорту спричинила погіршення якості поїздок, надзвичайне перевантаження автобусного та залізничного транспорту, особливо у час пік. На деяких маршрутах приміські пасажири вже звикли їздити стоячи, кількість пасажирів, що набиваються до транспортних засобів, удвічі перевищує норму, внаслідок чого не усі бажаючи в змозі навіть просто втиснутися до них. Разом із запізненнями поїздів та автобусів це спричинило транспортний хаос, підвищило ризик загрози безпеці пасажирів та травмонебезпечності. Така ситуація робить поїздки на роботу та додому неприємними та важкими, перетворює їх на щоденну травму, навіть кошмар, коли пасажири змушені їздити у неприпустимих, без перебільшення жахливих умовах, і деякі парламентарі вважають це обурливою ознакою подорожування громадським транспортом. Внаслідок таких поїздок пасажири терплять незручності, стрес, стомлюються і запізнюються. Причинами хаосу, як вважають деякі аналітики, є хронічне недофінансування рухомого складу та інфраструктури у цілому. Вони гадають, що приватизована ринкова структура, якою є британська залізниця після роздержавлення, не може вирішити проблему. Фахівці вважають неприпустимим вилучення фінансів як прибутку із галузі тоді, коли ця галузь потребує інвестицій. Для вирішення проблеми, поліпшення ситуації та забезпечення надійного і регулярного транспортного сполучення пропонується терміново розробити плани пріоритетного розвитку автобусного транспорту, ввести нові норми завантаженості залізничного транспорту, встановити жорсткі вимоги до приватних залізничних компаній, поступово замінити рухомий склад, збільшити кількість потягів та місткість вагонів, відкрити нові маршрути, знизити рівень перевантаженості автобусного транспорту та ступінь скупчення автотранспорту на автошляхах. Ключовими є розширення мережі автобусного, залізничного, підземного, морського та повітряного транспорту і узгодження їхнього розкладу, аби оптимізувати пересадки пасажирів на станціях, вокзалах, кінцевих зупинках, пунктах пересадок, портах і аеропортах.

Mikhailo Hrushevsky (1866 – 1934),

prominent Ukrainian historian and statesman

In 1890 Mikhail Hrushevsky graduated from Kyiv University, where he studied under Volodymyr Antonovych. In 1894 he was appointed to the newly created chair of Ukrainian history at Lviv University (at the time, in the AustroHungarian Empire). While in Lviv, Hrushevsky reorganized the Shevchenko Scientific Society (est. 1873) into an equivalent of a Ukrainian Academy of Sciences, founded new scholarly journals, and established his school of Ukrainian history. After the 1905 Revolution Hrushevsky lived in St. Petersburg and Kyiv, where he became increasingly involved in liberal politics. In Kyiv he founded the Ukrainian Scientific Society (1907), as well as a cluster of journals and newspapers. Arrested and exiled to eastern Russia during World War I, Hrushevsky emerged after the February Revolution as a recognized leader of moderate Ukrainian nationalists. In March 1917 he was elected the president of the Central Rada (Council), which eventually developed into a Ukrainian parliament. During the Revolution Hrushevsky moved to the left and joined the Ukrainian Party of Socialist Revolutionaries, which had a majority in the Rada. On the last day of its existence, April 29, 1918, the Rada elected Hrushevsky president of the Ukrainian People's Republic. 
Hrushevsky lived abroad after 1919, but returned to Soviet Ukraine in 1924 and soon resumed his role as the dean of Ukrainian historians. But the authorities increasingly criticized his scholarship as nationalistic and in 1931 transferred him to Moscow. By the time of his death in 1934, his school in Soviet Ukraine was destroyed by arrests and condemnations. Hrushevsky's main scholarly achievement is his monumental History of Ukraine-Rus' (10 vols., 1898-1937) covering the period until 1658. He also authored several short surveys of Ukrainian history and a five-volume History of Ukrainian Literature. Rejecting the history of state formations in favor of the history of the people, Hrushevsky criticized traditional Russian historical models and was influential in claiming Kyivan Rus as a part of Ukrainian history. In contrast to Hrushevsky's denigration by the Soviet ideologues as a bourgeois nationalist, in post-Soviet Ukraine Hrushevsky is lauded as the nation's greatest historian and statesman.

Sarah Bernhardt
(1844 – 1923)

Sarah Bernhardt was a French stage and early film actress. She was referred to as "the most famous actress the world has ever known". Bernhardt made her fame on the stages of France in the 1870s, at the beginning of the Belle Epoque period, and was soon in demand in Europe and the Americas. She developed a reputation as a serious dramatic actress, earning the nickname "The Divine Sarah". Even Queen Marie of Romania used to dress like Bernhardt in court balls.

 Bernhardt was born in Paris as Rosine Bernardt, the daughter of Julie Bernardt and an unknown father. Julie was one of six children of an itinerant Jewish spectacle merchant, "vision specialist" and petty criminal, Moritz Baruch Bernardt, and Sara Hirsch. Five weeks after his first wife's death in 1829, Julie's father married Sara Kinsbergen. He had abandoned his five daughters and one son with their stepmother by 1835. Julie, together with her younger sister Rosine, left for Paris, where she made a living as a courtesan and was known by the name "Youle". Julie had five daughters, including a twin who died in infancy in 1843.

Sarah Bernhardt changed her first name and added an "h" to her surname. Her birth records were lost in a fire in 1871. To prove French citizenship—necessary for Légion d'honneur eligibility—she created false birth records, in which she was the daughter of "Judith van Hard" and "Édouard Bernardt" from Le Havre, in later stories either a law student, accountant, naval cadet or naval officer.

When Sarah was young her mother sent her to Grandchamp, an Augustine convent school near Versailles. In 1860 she began attending the Conservatoire de Musique at Déclamation in Paris and eventually became a student at the Comédie Française where she would have her acting debut (11 August 1862) in the title role of Racine. Her time there was short lived; she was asked to resign after slapping another actress across the face for shoving her younger sister during a birthday celebration for Molière.

Much of the uncertainty about the facts of Bernhardt's life arises from her tendency to exaggerate and distort. Alexandre Dumas, fils, described her as a notorious liar.

Bernhardt's stage career started in 1862 while she was a student at the Comédie-Française, France's most prestigious theater. She decided to leave France, and soon ended up in Belgium, where she became the mistress of Henri, Prince de Ligne, and gave birth to their son, Maurice, in 1864. After Maurice's birth, the Prince proposed marriage, but his family forbade it and persuaded Bernhardt to refuse and end their relationship.

After being expelled from the Comédie Française, she resumed the life of courtesan to which her mother had introduced her at a young age, and made considerable money during that period (1862–65). During this time she acquired her famous coffin, in which she often slept in lieu of a bed – claiming that doing so helped her understand her many tragic roles.

Bernhardt then reverted to the theater, securing a contract at the Théâtre de L’Odéon where she began performing in 1866. Her most famous performance there was her travesty performance as the Florentine minstrel in Le Passant (January 1869). With the outbreak of the Franco-Prussian war performances were stopped and Bernhardt converted the theatre into a makeshift hospital where she took care of the soldiers wounded on the battlefield. She made her fame on the stages of Europe in the 1870s and was soon in demand all over Europe and in New York.In between tours Bernhardt took over the lease of the Théâtre de la Renaissance, which she ran as producer-director-star from 1893 to 1899.

In 1872, she left the Odéon and returned to Comédie-Française. One of her remarkable successes there was in the title role of Voltaire's Zaïre (1874). She even traveled to Cuba and performed in the Sauto Theater, in Matanzas, in 1887. She coached many young women in the art of acting, including actress and courtesan Liane de Pougy.

In 1899 Bernhardt took over the former Théâtre des Nations on the Place du Châtelet, renaming it the Théâtre Sarah-Bernhardt and opening on 21 January in one of her most admired parts, the title role in Victorien Sardou's La Tosca. This was followed by revivals of Racine's Phèdre (24 February), Octave Feuillet's Dalila (8 March), Gaston de Wailly's Patron Bénic (14 March), Edmond Rostand's La Samaritaine (25 March), and Alexandre Dumas fils's La Dame aux Camélias on 9 April. On 20 May, she premiered her most controversial part, the title role in Shakespeare's Hamlet, in a prose adaptation which she had commissioned from Eugène Morand and Marcel Schwob. The play was greeted with rave reviews despite its running time of four hours. She developed a reputation as a serious dramatic actress, earning the title "The Divine Sarah"; arguably, she was the most famous actress of the 19th century.

Bernhardt also participated in scandalous productions such as John Wesley De Kay's "Judas". It performed in New York’s Globe Theatre for only one night in December 1910 before it was banned there, as well as in Boston and Philadelphia. In New York’s art scene of 1910 the story line of the play was nothing short of scandalous. Mary Magdalene, who at first became a lover of Pontius Pilate, then of Judas Iscariot, got involved with Jesus. Judas, after realizing that Mary Magdalene had given herself to Jesus, decided to betray his friend to the Romans. To top the provocation of New York’s theater lovers, Judas was played by the voluptuous Sarah Bernhardt.

In Paris, Bernhardt continued to direct the Théâtre Sarah-Bernhardt until her death, when her son Maurice took over. After his death in 1928, the theatre retained the name Sarah Bernhardt until the Occupation by the Germans in World War II, when the name was changed to Théâtre de la Cité because of Bernhardt's Jewish ancestry.

After establishing herself on the stage, by age 25 Bernhardt began to study painting and sculpture under Mathieu Meusnier and Emilio Franceschi. Her early work consisted mainly of bust portraiture, but later works were more ambitious in design. Fifty works have been documented, of which 25 are known to still exist, including the naturalistic marble Après la Tempête (National Museum of Women in the Arts.) Her work was exhibited at the Salon 1874 – 1886, with several items shown in the Columbia Exposition in Chicago and at the 1900 Exposition Universelle. Bernhardt also painted, and while on a theatrical tour to New York, hosted a private viewing of her paintings and sculpture for 500 guests.

Bernhardt had an affair with a Belgian nobleman, Charles-Joseph Eugène Henri Georges Lamoral de Ligne (1837–1914), son of Eugène, 8th Prince of Ligne, with whom she bore her only child, Maurice Bernhardt (1864–1928). Maurice did not become an actor but worked for most of his life as a manager and agent for various theaters and performers, frequently managing his mother's career in her later years, but rarely with great success. Maurice and his family were usually financially dependent, in full or in part, on his mother until her death. Maurice married a Polishprincess, Maria Jablonowska (see Jablonowski), with whom he had two daughters, Simone (who married Edgar Gross, son of a wealthy Philadelphia soap manufacturer) and Lysiana (who married the playwright Louis Verneuil ).

Bernhardt's close friends included several artists, most notably Gustave Doré and Georges Clairin, as well as the famous French author Victor Hugo. Alphonse Mucha based several of his iconic Art Nouveau works on her. Her friendship with Louise Abbéma (1853–1927), a French impressionist painter, some nine years her junior, was so close and passionate that the two women were rumored to be lovers. In 1990, a painting by Abbéma, depicting the two on a boat ride on the lake in the bois de Boulogne, was donated to the Comédie-Française. 

Bernhardt also expressed strong interest in inventor Nikola Tesla, only to be dismissed as a distraction to his work.

She later married Greek-born actor Jacques Damala in London in 1882, but the marriage, which legally endured until Damala's death in 1889 at age 34, quickly collapsed, largely due to Damala's dependence on morphine. During the later years of this marriage, Bernhardt was said to have been involved in an affair with the future King Edward VII while he was still the Prince of Wales.

Bernhardt is said to have once stated, "Me pray? Never! I'm an atheist. However, she had been baptised a Roman Catholic, and accepted the last rites shortly before her death.

In 1905, while performing in Victorien Sardou's La Tosca in Teatro Lírico do Rio de Janeiro, Bernhardt injured her right knee when jumping off the parapet in the final scene. The leg never healed properly. By 1915, gangrene set in and her entire right leg was amputated; she was required to use a wheelchair for several months. Bernhardt reportedly refused a $10,000 offer by a showman to display her amputated leg as a medical curiosity. 

She continued her career, sometimes without using a wooden prosthetic limb, which she did not like. She carried out a successful tour of America in 1915, and on returning to France she played in her own productions almost continuously until her death. According to Arthur Croxton, the manager of London's Coliseum, the amputation was not apparent during her performances, which were done with the use of an artificial limb. Her physical condition may have limited her mobility on the stage, but the charm of her voice, which had altered little with age, ensured her triumphs.

Sarah Bernhardt died from uremia following kidney failure in 1923. Newspaper reports stated she died "peacefully, without suffering, in the arms of her son".  She is believed to have been 78 years old. She has a star on the Hollywood Walk of Fame at 1751 Vine Street.

How To Write An Essay: 10 Easy Steps[image: image13.png]
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The skill of writing is to create a context in which other people can think.
-- Edwin Schlossberg

	1. Research: Begin the essay writing process by researching your topic, making yourself an expert. Utilize the internet, the academic databases, and the library. Take notes and immerse yourself in the words of great thinkers.

2. Analysis: Now that you have a good knowledge base, start analyzing the arguments of the essays you're reading. Clearly define the claims, write out the reasons, the evidence. Look for weaknesses of logic, and also strengths. Learning how to write an essay begins by learning how to analyze essays written by others.
3. Brainstorming: Your essay will require insight of your own, genuine essay-writing brilliance. Ask yourself a dozen questions and answer them. Meditate with a pen in your hand. Take walks and think and think until you come up with original insights to write about.

4. Thesis: Pick your best idea and pin it down in a clear assertion that you can write your entire essay around. Your thesis is your main point, summed up in a concise sentence that lets the reader know where you're going, and why. It's practically impossible to write a good essay without a clear thesis.

5. Outline: Sketch out your essay before straightway writing it out. Use one-line sentences to describe paragraphs, and bullet points to describe what each paragraph will contain. Play with the essay's order. Map out the structure of your argument, and make sure each paragraph is unified.

6. Introduction: Now sit down and write the essay. The introduction should grab the reader's attention, set up the issue, lead in to your thesis. 

Your intro is merely a buildup of the issue, a stage of bringing your reader into the essay's argument.

(Note: The title and first paragraph are probably the most important elements in your essay. This is an essay-writing point that doesn't always sink in within the context of the classroom. In the first paragraph you either hook the reader's interest or lose it. Of course your teacher, who's getting paid to teach you how to write an essay, will read the essay you've written regardless, but in the real world, readers make up their minds about whether or not to read your essay by glancing at the title alone.)
7. Paragraphs: Each individual paragraph should be focused on a single idea that supports your thesis. Begin paragraphs with topic sentences, support assertions with evidence, and expound your ideas in the clearest, most sensible way you can. Speak to your reader as if he or she were sitting in front of you. In other words, instead of writing the essay, try talking the essay.
8. Conclusion: Gracefully exit your essay by making a quick wrap-up sentence, and then end on some memorable thought, perhaps a quotation, or an interesting twist of logic, or some call to action. Is there something you want the reader to walk away and do? Let him or her know exactly what.

9. MLA Style: Format your essay according to the correct guidelines for citation. All borrowed ideas and quotations should be correctly cited in the body of your text, followed up with a Works Cited (references) page listing the details of your sources.

10. Language: You're not done writing your essay until you've polished your language by correcting the grammar, making sentences flow, incoporating rhythm, emphasis, adjusting the formality, giving it a level-headed tone, and making other intuitive edits. Proofread until it reads just how you want it to sound. Writing an essay can be tedious, but you don't want to bungle the hours of conceptual work you've put into writing your essay by leaving a few slippy misppallings and pourly wordedd phrazies.
